e The RARC list is maintained by CMS and used by all payers. Additions, deactivations,
and modifications to it may be initiated by any health care organization.

Background e The CARC list is maintained by a national Code Maintenance Committee that meets
when X12 meets for their trimester meetings (occurring in January/February, June, and
September/October) to make decisions about additions, modifications, and retirement of
existing reason codes.
e The RARC list and the CARC list are updated 3 times a year — in early March, July, and
November.
