• The Medicare Claims Processing Manual, Chapter 25- Completing and Processing the 
Form CMS-1450 Data Set, is being revised to reference external code sources as is 
currently done in the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996 
(HIPAA) Health Care Claim: Institutional (837) Implementation Guide.   

• Providers submitting UB-04s to Medicare may obtain billing codes from the external 
code sources, the National Uniform Billing Committee (NUBC), or from their Medicare 
contractor.

• The manual changes are made to include the following language: 

• Codes used for Medicare claims are available from Medicare contractors; 
• Codes are also available from the NUBC in their official UB-04 Data Specifications 

Manua, which is  available at http://www.nubc.org on the Internet; and 
• Health Insurance Prospective Payment System Rate Codes, Modifiers, Assessment
