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Attached you will find a special TRR record layout used to convey the information needed
for assisting your plan in conducting enrollment reconciliation. This TRR record layout
consists of the records assembled from transaction reply codes 014 (disenroliment due to
enrollment in another plan) and 015 (enrollment canceled). The purpose of conveying the
TRC 014 and 015 replies in this “reconciliation file” to your plan is so that you may compare
the disenrollment and enrollment cancellation TRRs to what your plan may have or may not
have processed. In some cases the TRC 014s and 015s that you will see on this TRR, you
may have processed already. In many cases, particularly with TRC 015 records, you may not
have since there were issues with TRC 015s going to the incorrect plan during the initial start
of the program.
