This hands-on class is designed for beginning users of the PBP software, 
including changes and enhancements made for CY 2007, from 
both MA and PDP organizations.  This class will cover all 
parts of the PBP software.  However, the agenda will be structured so that the 
class covers the Rx section of the PBP software first.  This will allow PDP-only 
users who are only interested in the Part D screens to leave before the MA 
portion of the class begins.  Users who are familiar with the PBP software 
should attend PBP for Experienced Users instead.  If you are taking PBP for 
Experienced Users, then you should NOT take this class.  They are mutually 
exclusive.  
 

  PBP for Experienced Users 
This hands-on class is designed for users from both MA and PDP organizations 
who have some experience with the PBP software.  This class will focus on 
changes and enhancements made to the PBP software for the CY 
2007 season.  The agenda will be structured so that the class covers 
the Rx section of the PBP software first.  This will allow PDP-only users who 
are only interested in the Part D screens to leave before the MA portion of the 
class begins.  If you are taking PFP for Beginners, then you should NOT take 
this class. They are mutually exclusive.  

  
HPMS 101  
This lecture class is designed for HPMS users who are interested in the 
formulary and bid submission processes.  This class will provide an overview 
of these processes as well as highlight changes and enhancements for the CY
