What You Need to Know

CR 5900, from which this article is taken, announces that (effective April 1, 2008)
a new "K" code (K0672 — Addition to lower extremity orthosis, removable soft
interface, all components, replacement only, each) will be established for
replacement interface material. You should make sure that your billing staffs are
aware of this new “K” code.
