STATEMENT OF WORK 
I. BACKGROUND







May 19, 2022

The Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Service (CMS) is a federal agency within the United States Department of Health and Human Services that administers programs, including Medicare and in partnership with state governments Medicaid, the State Children's Health Insurance Program, and health insurance portability standards. In addition to these programs, CMS has other responsibilities, including the administrative simplification standards from the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996, quality standards in long-term care facilities through its survey and certification process, clinical laboratory quality standards under the Clinical Laboratory Improvement Amendments, and oversight of HealthCare.gov.

CMS requires contractor services to provide 9 configured mobile computer scanning devices, software, installation, and testing. Server and scanner software licenses; server and scanner software support, and hardware maintenance service. 

II. PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE

The period of performance of this contract will be for one (1) one year from September 28, 2022 through September 27, 2023 with options to renew for Two (2) successive one-year periods.

III. DESCRIPTION OF SUPPLIES/SERVICES

1. Independently, and not as an agent of the Government, the contractor shall provide CMS with 9 barcode scanners devices configured with the Sunflower Mobile Release 5.2., including software installation and testing, server and scanner software licenses; server and scanner software support, and hardware maintenance service. 

2. The contractor is responsible for ensuring that the barcode scanners and application are capable of performing in connection with The Department Departmental Health and Human Services (HHS), Property Management Information System (PMIS), which is used to track CMS Property Plant Equipment (PP&E) and ensures that funds, property and other asserts are protected against waste, loss, unauthorized use, or misappropriation. 

3. The contractor shall work with CMS to install, connect and test the bar scanner software licenses; server and scanner software support, and hardware maintenance service the bar code scanners and associated functionalities are properly installed and connected to the Department of Health and Human Services (DHHS) and CMS system and are providing the requisite functions.  

4. The contractor shall provide a description or if available a copy of the warranties associated with the bar code scanners

5. The contractor shall describe the ongoing services and licensing (including details of the licensing) it will provide during all contract years. 

6. The contractor shall describe its method of measuring and maintaining the quality of its product.

IV. Delivery of Product

1. The contractor shall provide the Sunflower Mobile Release 5.2 to DHHS/CMS give necessary for connection with the DHHS/CMS system within an expedited period of time after contract award, not to exceed 60 days after contract award.

2. The product shall not be considered delivered until CMS has an opportunity to 1) inspect the product to determine its level of functioning and 2) accept the product. CMS will accomplish this within 30 days of the contractor notifying CMS that the product is fully functioning.

In the case of custom Electronic and Information Technology (EIT) being developed by a contractor for the Government, the Government shall have the right to have any necessary changes made or repairs performed by itself or by another firm for the noncompliant EIT, with the contractor liable for reimbursement to the Government for any expenses incurred thereby.

(d) The contractor must ensure that all EIT products that are less than fully compliant with the accessibility standards are provided pursuant to extensive market research and   are the most current compliant products or services available to satisfy the contract requirements. 

(e) For every EIT product or service accepted under this contract by the Government   that does not comply with 36 CFR 1194, the contractor shall, at the discretion of the Government, make every effort to replace or upgrade it with a compliant equivalent product or service, if commercially available and cost neutral, on either a contract specified refresh cycle for the product or service, or on a contract effective option/renewal date; whichever shall occur first.
