Potential Impact

Patients shifting o more expensive, potentially less safe biologic therapies, which could result
in greater risks and higher costs for both the healthcare system and pafients.

Reduced access to this critical therapy, especially for people of color, many of whom rely on
XTRAC as an affordable and effective treatment for vitiigo and other skin conditions.

Financial strain on thousands of healthcare providers, who will be unable to afford to
continue offering this therapy under the new reimbursement rates, leaving patients with
fewer freatment options.
