
Estate Initial Notice 

 
When we send this notice: This notice is sent to Marketplace consumers (or their estate) if the 
consumer is enrolled in a Marketplace plan and is found to be deceased. Deceased consumers are 
no longer eligible for Marketplace coverage or financial help. At this time, the Marketplace only 
sends this notice to consumers (or their estates) identified as deceased in single-member 
applications. This a paper-only notice isn’t posted to their online account.  
 
What this notice tells the consumer: The notice tells them that they’ve been identified as 
deceased, and:   
 

• That no action is needed if the consumer is deceased.  
• How to disagree with the Marketplace’s determination if the they aren’t deceased.  
• The date they must respond to the notice, if they aren’t deceased.  
• The date their coverage will end.
