CMS also announced the proposed rule for Specialty Care Models to Improve Quality of Care and Reduce Expenditures, which includes proposals for the
@ ESRD Treatment Choices (ETC) Model. The proposed ETC Model would test the effectiveness of adjusting certain Medicare payments to encourage

greater use of home dialysis and kidney transplants for Medicare beneficiaries with ESRD in order to preserve or enhance the quality of care furnished to
Medicare beneficiaries while reducing Medicare expenditures. CMS would select ESRD facilities and Managing Clinicians for mandatory participation in
the proposed model based on their location in randomly-selected geographic areas.
