In addition, CMS is reducing the character counts
for certain General Information messages on page 2 of Spanish Part A MSNs Finally, this CR will initiate
programming that will limit Spanish Part A MSNs to three messages in the “Your Messages from Medicare”
section, when four messages will not completely fit onto page 2.

I.  GENERAL INFORMATION

A. Background: Prior to Change Request (CR) 7676, both the English and Spanish versions of the
Medicare Summary Notice (MSN) displayed the short descriptors for the list of Healthcare Common
Procedure Coding System (HCPCS) level 1/Current Procedural Terminology (CPT) Codes. With the new
MSN format implemented with CR 7676, the English version now displays the first 100 bytes of the
Consumer Friendly descriptor. The Spanish version of the MSN continues to display the short descriptor.
Quiarterly, First Coast Service Options (FCSO) provides the Spanish translations to all MACs for HCPCS
and CPT code descriptions.

CMS recently rewrote all of the Spanish descriptors as consumer friendly Spanish descriptors. These new
consumer friendly Spanish descriptors can be up to 300 characters long. Thus, the Shared System
Maintainers and MACs will need to make it possible to display and print the Spanish MSNs with these
longer consumer friendly Spanish descriptors.

This CR addresses the use of consumer friendly Spanish descriptors and provides direction for contractors to
perform any necessary file conversions to accommodate this change.

In addition, this CR will clean up a problem that occurs with a small number of Spanish Part A MSNs:
When certain dynamic content on page 2 of the MSN is especially long, the “Your Messages for Medicare”
section incorrectly continues past page 2, and is bumped to an additional page. This CR will initiate
programming that will limit Spanish Part A MSNs to three messages in the “Your Messages from Medicare”
section, when four messages will not completely fit onto page 2.

The purposes of this CR are to revise file layouts to accommodate the larger consumer friendly Spanish
descriptors, and to revise the Spanish MSN layout to allow for the entire Spanish HCPCS (level 1)/CPT
consumer friendly code descriptors to be displayed on the MSNs (current character limit is 35 characters;
new character limit is 300). In addition, we are reducing the character counts for certain General Information
messages on page 2 of Spanish Part A MSNSs.
