	If a provider’s claims are currently being processed under contractor workload number 00101, CWF shall send the IURs for that provider to MAC workload number 10201 regardless of the provider’s BSI.
	If a provider’s claims are currently being processed under contractor workload number 00390, CWF shall send the IURs for that provider to MAC workload number 10301 regardless of the provider’s BSI.
	At least 2 weeks prior to the MAC transition of each workload or following an affirmative “GO” decision for that workload (whichever occurs later) the J10 A/B MAC shall request CMS to drop OSA processing during the transition period.
