	EMDI Use Case Overview

	
The Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services (CMS) is conducting outreach to various Hospital systems, providers, and vendors in the interest of advancing interoperability related to the sending and receiving of electronic medical records between providers. This is called the Electronic Medical Documentation Interoperability (EMDI) initiative. The following three pilot use case pairs have been identified as acceptable use cases for the EMDI initiative:

1. Order:
· A Hospital sends a referral containing an order and other needed medical records documentation to a Durable Medical Equipment (DME) supplier, Home Health Agency (HHA), or Lab
· The DME/HHA/Lab decides whether to accept or reject the order/referral, then communicates this decision back to the Hospital

2. Medical Documentation Request:
· The DME/HHA/Lab requests medical documentation from the Hospital
· The Hospital sends the requested documentation to the DME/HHA/Lab

3. Signature Request Use Case:
· The DME/HHA/Lab sends a document requiring physician signature to the hospital and requests that the ordering physician sign, date, and return the document
· The Hospital/physician sends the signed/dated document to the DME/HHA/Lab

CMS and the EMDI team are committed to maintaining the integrity and security of healthcare data in accordance with applicable laws and regulations. Disclosure of Medicare beneficiary data is restricted under the provisions of the Privacy Act of 1974 (Privacy Act) and HIPAA. Information relayed to CMS and the EMDI team is to be used for business purposes only. 
CMS and the EMDI team may publish pilot-related content that will be available for public and private consumption on CMS-approved website outlets. CMS and the EMDI team agree to gain the approval of each organization involved in the pilot before submitting the content for public consumption. Content posted to the private website outlets will be kept in a secure environment approved by CMS and will have a user authentication system for additional security. Each organization will receive access to the CMS-approved private website outlet once the organization has been accepted in the pilot program.
